Dear Mr. Woofter,

After multiple complaints from the residents of Johnston Township as well as the residents and trustees of Gustavus Township, the Board of Trustees of Johnston Township is implementing a new billing policy for ambulance services.  It has been brought to Johnston Trustees attention that on many occasions in Kinsman Township, Johnston Township’s Ambulance Service has been providing not only previously agreed upon mutual aid paramedic response but also transport services to the hospital.  

Johnston Township Fire Department has provided ambulance and paramedic services to Gustavus Township for several years.  This service is provided for a yearly fee of $33,000 and Johnston Fire Department also bills the patients’ insurance for the call.  The concern brought up by the Gustavus Township residents is that while they are required to pay $33,000 a year, the same services are being provided to Kinsman Township residents for no fee.  There is also concern that while the Johnston Township ambulance is providing a response to or transport of a Kinsman Township resident, there may be no available ambulance or personnel in Johnston to provide an ambulance if needed in Johnston or Gustavus Townships.  Johnston Township Fire Department averages a total of 35 transports per year out of Gustavus Township, for a cost to that township of about $1000 per call.

It is for this reason that the Board of Trustees of Johnston Township will implement the following policy effective August 1, 2008.  When Johnston Township Fire Department’s ambulance is forced to respond to or transport a Kinsman Township Resident from Kinsman Township, due to Kinsman Fire Department’s ambulance or personnel not being available, a fee of $1000 will be submitted to Kinsman Township.  Johnston Township will also bill the Kinsman Township resident for the services provided.  Also, for obvious safety reasons, Johnston Township Fire Department personnel will not transport in the Kinsman Fire Department’s ambulance if Kinsman Fire Department cannot provide an EMT to ride in the back of the ambulance and an ambulance driver.  In that situation, Johnston Township Fire Department will provide the transport and the above new billing policy will be in affect.

If Kinsman Fire Department’s ambulance is on another call, as always, Johnston Township Fire Department will provide mutual aid to Kinsman Township and no bill will be submitted to Kinsman Township.  Johnston Township Fire Department will continue to provide mutual aid paramedic services to Kinsman Township, but as stated above, Kinsman Fire Department must provide the ambulance driver and an EMT in the back of the ambulance.

Johnston Township Trustees and the Johnston Township Fire Department would like to continue to have a professional and cordial relationship with Kinsman Township and the Kinsman Fire Department.  The above changes however are necessary so that we can continue to provide the services that we are contracted for and compensated for in Johnston and Gustavus Townships.  The Johnston Township Board of Trustees would gladly sit down and further discuss these issues as well as future planning with the Kinsman Township Board of Trustees.

After multiple complaints from the residents of Johnston Township as well as the residents and trustees of Gustavus Township, the Board of Trustees of Johnston Township is implementing a new billing policy for ambulance services.  Over the last couple of years, it has been brought to Johnston Trustees attention that on several occasions in Orangeville Village, Johnston Township’s Ambulance Service has been providing not only previously agreed upon primary paramedic response but also transport services to the hospital.  It is our understanding that due to poor personnel response from Burghill-Vernon Fire Department, our ambulance must provide full transport services to Orangeville Village residents.

Johnston Township Fire Department has provided ambulance and paramedic services to Gustavus Township for several years.  This service is provided for a yearly fee of $33,000 and Johnston Fire Department also bills the patient’s insurance for the call.  The concern brought up by the Gustavus Township residents is that while they are required to pay $33,000 a year, the same services are being provided to neighboring residents for no fee.  There is also a concern that while the Johnston Township ambulance is providing a response to or transport of an Orangeville Village resident, there may be no available ambulance or personnel in Johnston to provide an ambulance if needed in Johnston or Gustavus Townships.  Johnston Township Fire Department averages a total of 35 transports per year out of Gustavus Township, for a cost to that township of about $1000 per call.

It is for this reason that the Board of Trustees of Johnston Township will implement the following policy effective August 1, 2008.  When Johnston Township Fire Department’s ambulance is forced to respond to or transport an Orangeville Village Resident from Orangeville Village, due to Burghill-Vernon Fire Department’s ambulance or personnel not being available, a fee of $1000 will be submitted to Orangeville Village.  Johnston Township will also bill the Orangeville Village resident for the services provided.  Also, for obvious safety reasons, Johnston Township Fire Department personnel will not transport in the Burghill-Vernon Fire Department’s ambulance if Burghill-Vernon Fire Department cannot provide an EMT to ride in the back of the ambulance and an ambulance driver.  In that situation, Johnston Township Fire Department will provide the transport and the above new billing policy will be in affect.

If Burghill-Vernon Fire Department’s ambulance is on another call, as always, Johnston Township Fire Department will provide mutual aid to Orangeville Village and no bill will be submitted to Orangeville Village.  Johnston Township Fire Department will also continue to provide agreed upon primary paramedic services to Orangeville Village billed to Burghill-Vernon Fire Department.  As stated above, however, Burghill-Vernon Fire Department must provide the ambulance, driver and an EMT in the back of the ambulance.

Johnston Township Trustees and the Johnston Township Fire Department would like to continue to have a professional and cordial relationship with Orangeville Village and the Burghill-Vernon Fire Department.  The above changes however are necessary so that we can continue to provide the services that we are contracted for and compensated for in Johnston and Gustavus Townships.  The Johnston Township Board of Trustees would gladly sit down and further discuss these issues as well as future planning with the Orangeville Village Counsel.
