CONTRACT FOR EMERGENCY MEDICAL AND PARAMEDIC SERVICES

INTRODUCTION

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of Gustavus Township desire to contract with the Board of Trustees of Johnston Township, as duly authorized pursuant to Section 505.37 of the Ohio Revised Code to provide Emergency Medical and Paramedic Services for Gustavus Township and;

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of Johnston Township wishes to contract for the furnishing of Emergency Medical and Paramedic Services for Gustavus Township.

NOW THEREFORE, this agreement is entered into this   20 day of December , 2008 by and between the Board of Trustees of Gustavus Township, Trumbull County, Ohio hereinafter referred to as “Gustavus Township.”  and the Board of Trustees of Johnston Township, Trumbull County, Ohio hereinafter referred to as “Johnston Township.”, for the mutual promises contained herein.

ARTICLE I

Johnston Township shall provide such Emergency Medical and Paramedic Services as is necessary to protect the lives of the citizens of Gustavus Township, as such service is readily available to respond.  Johnston Township shall be designated for the purpose of Trumbull County 911 dispatching as the primary provider of Emergency Medical and Paramedic Services to Gustavus Township.  In the event of the unavailability of Johnston Township Emergency Medical and Paramedical Services, Gustavus Township shall establish and designate a secondary responder through their MABAS at the Trumbull County 911 Dispatch Center to respond to said calls.  Johnston Township shall not be responsible to pay the cost or expense of the secondary E.M.S. provider.

Johnston Township shall not be responsible under this agreement for responding to non-emergency calls in Gustavus Township as determined by the Trumbull County 911 Dispatch Center.

ARTICLE II

Gustavus Township shall pay Johnston Township for services rendered under this agreement to total sum of Thirty-Three Thousand Dollars  ($33,000.00) per year for 4 years.  Said amount shall be paid to the Clerk of Johnston Township in quarterly installments of Eight Thousand Two Hundred Fifty Dollars  ($8,250.00).

ARTICLE III

Gustavus Township Residents treated and transported by Johnston Township shall be billed in accordance with the Johnston Township Third-Party Billing Procedures and Rates established by Johnston Township for Johnston Township Residents, which is hereby incorporated by reference.

ARTICLE IV

Except as otherwise provided herein, all costs and expenses of providing Emergency Medical and Paramedic Services under this agreement, including but not limited to personnel wages, benefits, training, schooling, education, EMS Vehicle(s), Fuel, Equipment, Medical Supplies, and Insurance, shall be the responsibility of Johnston Township.

ARTICLE V

Johnston Township shall use best efforts to adequately man, preserve, and operate the Emergency Medical and Paramedic Service and equipment owned by Johnston Township with the ultimate aim of furnishing Gustavus Township with the maximum emergency medical protection possible under the circumstances prevailing at any given time.

ARTICLE VI

Johnston Township shall attend and answer all emergency medical calls properly within the scope of this agreement, whenever the same may be known to when available for such calls.

ARTICLE VII

Johnston Township shall indemnify and hold Gustavus Township harmless as to any and all liability arising from the negligent acts or omissions of Johnston Township in the performance of this contract and to absorb any cost, fees, and expenses in connection with such claims.

ARTICLE VIII

Johnston Township shall operate in conformance with all Federal, State and Local laws, and follow all guidelines, policies and standards of operating procedures, and protocols.

ARTICLE IX

This agreement may be amended during the term hereof by mutual agreement of the parties, in writing, approved and signed by both parties.

ARTICLE X

The term of this agreement shall be for a period of four (4) year, commencing January 1, 2009 and terminating December 31, 2012, unless extended or renewed by mutual agreement of the parties.

INTRODUCTION

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of Vernon Township desire to contract with the Board of Trustees of Johnston Township, as duly authorized pursuant to Section 505.37 of the Ohio Revised Code to provide Emergency Medical and Paramedic Services for Vernon Township and;

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of Johnston Township wishes to contract for the furnishing of Emergency Medical and Paramedic Services for Vernon Township.

NOW THEREFORE, this agreement is entered into this   20 day of December , 2008 by and between the Board of Trustees of Vernon Township, Trumbull County, Ohio hereinafter referred to as “Vernon Township.”  and the Board of Trustees of Johnston Township, Trumbull County, Ohio hereinafter referred to as “Johnston Township.”, for the mutual promises contained herein.

ARTICLE I

Johnston Township shall provide such Emergency Medical and Paramedic Services as is necessary to protect the lives of the citizens of Vernon Township, as such service is readily available to respond.  Johnston Township shall be designated for the purpose of Trumbull County 911 dispatching as the primary provider of Emergency Medical and Paramedic Services to Vernon Township between the 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m..  .

ARTICLE II

Vernon Township shall pay Johnston Township for services rendered under this agreement to total sum of One Thousand Dollars  ($12,000.00) per year for 1 years.  Said amount shall be paid to the Fiscal Officer of Johnston Township in monthly installments of One Thousand Dollars  ($1,000.00).

ARTICLE III

Johnston Township shall operate in conformance with all Federal, State and Local laws, and follow all guidelines, policies and standards of operating procedures, and protocols.

ARTICLE IV

This agreement may be amended during the term hereof by mutual agreement of the parties, in writing, approved and signed by both parties.

ARTICLE X

The term of this agreement shall be for a period of one (1) year, commencing January 1, 2009 and terminating December 31, 2009, unless extended or renewed by mutual agreement of the parties.
